You could help save Historic Hythe Pier

Hythe Pier  was built in 1880, and is undergoing a major restoration project.  Work needs to be carried out to the pier decking, handrails, pier end buildings, the supporting structure and the floating pontoons, and finance must be made available to support an ongoing programme of maintenance and repairs to ensure the future of the pier for another 120 years.  This ambitious task will inevitably require a substantial amount of funding - after all, timber decking doesn’t grow on trees - which is where you fit in!  Would you be prepared to help save the pier and guarantee its future by sponsoring the supply and fitting of a decking plank?  Listed below are the numerous ways you can help - there is no minimum or maximum pledge (no ‘pier’ pressure!!) - all donations, big or small, will be most gratefully received.

Your sponsorship could purchase a plank!!

One metre of decking plank, which is presently being replaced with a replenishable hard wood called Ekki from a well respected and managed renewable source, will cost over £10 to purchase and fit.  The following list shows how you can sponsor planks of varying sizes:

Loose change.  Every 10p will help to pay for approximately 1 centimetre of decking.  If you sponsor £1 or more, your name will be entered into a permanent record book entitled:  “Friends of the Pier”.  This register will be kept as a permanent record of all those providing help, donations and sponsorship.

£30
This will sponsor 3 metres of planking, and your name will be either engraved alongside others into one of the new planks fitted to the pier or engraved onto a solid brass plaque and fitted to the pier.

£60
The sponsorship of a 5 metre long plank means the names of yourself and your partner will be engraved alongside others into one of the new planks fitted to the pier or engraved onto a solid brass plaque and fitted to the pier.

£90
Sponsoring a 7 metre long plank enables you to have a message (up to 30 letters long, names included) (additional letters will be charged at £2 per letter) engraved alongside others onto a new plank or engraved onto a solid brass plaque and fitted to the pier. A brilliant gift idea - and ideal for a birthday, wedding or anniversary present!

Amounts over £90 are welcomed, and for this we will try and cater for any special requests, please contact us for any bespoke requirements and we will do our best to accommodate you.  (The width of a plank is approximately 23 centimetres (9 inches).  Please note:  All measurements are approximate and may vary, and planks may be cut to a suitable length to fit the pier during restoration.  We make no guarantees against the natural splitting and movements within timbers used.)

NB: Due to overwhelming initial response, there could be a very substantial delay in excess of one year before messages can be engraved on planks. We can only engrave on remaining new planks already in place.  However, it may be possible that your message could be engraved sooner  on a  solid brass plaque fitted onto the timber instead of engraving the plank.
